1. Recap the Phase 2 and Phase 3 sounds (your child will not know all the Phase 3 sounds).

2. Recap the Phase 2 and 3 Tricky Words (your child will not know all the Phase 3 TWs). 

3. New sound:  óaiô (some children will be confident with this sound, that is ok. Please complete the 

activity anyway). 

4. Teach the new sound (video to watch: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=LnXaN-CvR9s ). 

5. Discuss the letters in óaiô, talk about it being a diagraph (two letters that make one sound).

6. Play the game on the next slide.

7. Have a go at sounding out and blending the words (slide 8)
